I would like to thank everyone

for the warm welcome as studio

technician. Being in the studio, I

see a passion for clay, a sense of

community amongst members,

and pride in the LCAC. Itisa

joy t& BeSthére.! It is this sense of

pride that I would like to touch
on.

As a public working art space,
our sense of pride will carry far
beyond the doors and create an
air of professionalism and respect
in the community. Much work
has gone into the building and the
processes that keep it running. |
would like to thank the executive,
studio technicians, the various
committees, volunteers, members
and non members that have and
are putting so much time and
effort into fostering this pride and
professionalism. If we continue
to grow this sense of pride in



both the building and our work,
we will inevitably become a
studio to rival any in the nation.

As Studio Technician, my pride
stems from the cleanliness and
functionality of the

studio. Despite the great efforts
put forward by most members,
there is still a dust problem in the
studio. Silica is a serious health
threat to all of us and is regulated
by health and labour laws. Some
new processes are being
introduced to help ease this
threat.

First, a new mopping process
passed on to me by some
excellent experienced potters is
being implemented. This process
of "spray, mop, rinse, repeat"”, can
be found in the updated "Studio
Potter Program Booklet™" and is
also posted in the studio.

Second, we are eliminating the
brooms and dry sand paper from
the studio. By sweeping or
sanding, the finer clay particles
are disturbed and land in our
lungs (Silicosis). Brooms are
being replaced with a mop or
sponge and sand paper is being
replaced with a sponge or "wet
sanding”. More information on
these processes and Silicosis is
available in the "Studio Potter
Program Booklet" and is also
posted in the studio.

As a community we all have
valid ideas and concerns; please
bring them forward.
