Dundas St.!

Friday, March 28 we took
possession of the building that
within the next year will be
transformed into the London Clay
Art Centre, home of the London
Potters Guild.

The Seize the Clay committee has
been working diligently since
closing to secure quotes to fix and
resurface the damaged roof. An
agreement has been signed for
work to begin in mid June. This is
an essential part of the
renovation. Once the new roof is
done, we will all sleep better
knowing the building is no longer
sustaining damage each time it
rains.

Special thanks to Teresa
Ainsworth and Gene Timpany
who have been visiting 664 daily.
More than that, they have been
emptying containers strategically
placed on the second floor to
catch water leaking into our
beautiful home on those rainy



days.

We have received the first
installment of grant money from
the City of London. As well,

we’ve secured a very large
private donation. This is
testament to the level of faith the
donor has in our project as well as
in our committee. We're certain
we’ll be able to leverage more
large donations on the strength of
this gift.

At the end of April we sent out a
comprehensive Request for
Proposals (RFP) to seven design
and build companies in London.
One responded to say it couldn’t
take the project on. The only
other respondent was MacFadyen
Design and Build
(www.macfadyendesign.on.ca/Ho
me4.htm).
