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Don’t know why but I have been 
dreaming about pottery lately – 
beautiful pots made by master 
potters: wonderful pots made in 
our new location. Guess I am a 
little excited about moving into 
664 Dundas! It‘s a good sign.  
 
We still have a lot of work to do 
before we get to that point. There 
is plenty of work to do at 664 
Dundas, plus the day to day 
activities at Artisans London, and 
that little event called Christmas 
which seems to be a very busy 
time for a potter. Then there is 
that all important items we all 
need to keep in mind: 
fundraising. We are close to 
reaching our goal; it will take all 
of our efforts to meet it in a 
timely fashion.  
 
The Christmas Sale is coming up 
soon, have you been busy making 
pots for it? Personally, I have 
been selling at this sale since 
1983 and every year it gets better 
and better. I can’t wait to see your 
new work. Many thanks to Beth 
and her committee for their 
organizational skills and time, it’s 
much appreciated.  
 
This past week thousands of 
people come to our village to see 
180 quilts from Kenya and East 
Africa. It seems that quilters are 
as passionate about their craft as 
potters but they are willing to 
travel a lot farther to view 
it. Margaret stayed at our 

house. Her presence reminded me 
of we all need be thankful for, 
everything we take for granted in 
life in our prosperous nation. She 
manages to do so much with so 
little, we do so little with so 
much.   
 
A lot of the quilters came into my 
pottery shop and enjoyed the 
work of local potters. I was proud 
to say this was our local 
handiwork, just like the quilts 
were the handiwork of East 
Africa. Most of the quilters were 
from the Nairobi Quilters Guild, 
they came here to raise money for 
an orphanage and to support a 
house for refugee woman. We’re 
a guild that is doing a lot to 
benefit Old East Village, and the 
arts community. I’m very proud 
of our accomplishments.  
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At our meeting in early October 
we updated you about the 
progress of the Seize the Clay 
Campaign. It is going strong and 
we are on good pace to have the 
centre fully operational for the 
‘08-‘09 season. 
 
It took almost eight years for us 
to raise $80,000 and to find a 
suitable building. Since mid 
December 2007 our progress has 
been astounding. We bought 664 
as of March 28. We have 
demolished the majority of the 
first floor interior in preparation 
to construct the studio space 

according to the floor plan we 
have established. AND we have 
raised well over $500,000 to 
date!! Most recently we secured a 
$100,000 anonymous, private 
donation! 

 
The outpouring of support for our 
project speaks volumes about the 
interest and viability of our 
vision. The community wants us 
to succeed in building the London 
Clay Art Centre. We are on the 
verge of creating something that 
will be truly unique in Canada – a 
Clay Art Centre fully owned and 
operated by a guild. This is 
something to be proud of. 
 
A few knowledgeable people 
verified the strength of the 
business plan from which we are 
working. The budget to purchase 
and fully renovate both floors of 
664 Dundas St. is just over 
$884,000. This figure includes the 
mortgage of $97,000.
