Drilling for the geothermal

HVAC system started on
Monday, May 11. In advance of
that a few of us paid visits to
several of 664’s closest
neighbours to let them know in
advance the work might be noisy.
People were very appreciative
that we took the time to let them
know what is happening.



Merchants in the Old East
Village are excited about our
project and there were many well
wishes.

The second week of April we
learned about grant money
available with the Enabling
Accessibility Fund administered
through Human Resources and
Skills Development Canada
(HRSDC.) Marilyn Barbe, Genet
Hodder, Jane Paterak, Teresa
Ainsworth, Maria Drangova and |
worked feverishly to submit a
grant application for the
maximum of $50,000.

The funds are earmarked for the
proposed addition to the north of
664, which will house a lift,
making the building fully
accessible. It has been our
intention from the outset to make
664 barrier free, but this
particular part of the project was
slated for months later. We had to
fast track the planning and design
portion of the addition to be able
to meet the May 8 deadline for
the application. It will take

upward of five months to hear the
results. Thank you to the team for
pulling the grant together in such
short timeline. And thank you to
Rene Wortel for taking the time
consult with us on the proposal
beforehand.

The full mechanical and
architectural drawings for the
entire first floor will go to the
City for approval and a building
permit this coming week. Interior
work should begin shortly
thereafter.

We are still on track to move into
664 Dundas Street in September.
Teresa Ainsworth has struck a
moving committee to plan
packing, moving and unpacking
our equipment and tools.
Members of the London Potters
Guild will be required to
volunteer a minimum 4 hours of
their time to this intensive phase

of the project. Please contact
Teresa for information about how
you can contribute.

As always, we continue to hold
workdays at the building and will
be in need of help over the course
of the summer. We’'ll be there all
day Saturday, May 23. If you are
able to participate, please contact
me at the number or e-mail
address listed below.

STUDIO REPORT

Hello All!
Things have been humming along
in the LPG studios! Thank you to

May isYellow tag month!
Again: anything with a
yellow tag left on it at the
end of the month will be
considered abandoned and
reclaimed or thrown out. If
you don’t have time to work
on your pieces but want
them saved from the cull,
simply remove the tag and
put it in the garbage.

We are starting to plan for
The Big Movewhich will
happen at the end of the
summer. In preparation for
that, we’re going to start pre
packing some non essential
items like the bisque
collection, library, etc.
Studio Member Spring
Cleaning Each member
with a cubby should take
everything out and wash
their cubby, put dry clay in
the reclaim, check the
storage shelves, bisque
shelves, and glazed shelves
for your work.

A reminder to mop rather
than sweep the floors.
Sweeping raises dust and is
irritating to those who have
respiratory problems like
asthma. Silica dust is
dangerous! It is cumulative
toxic and causes silicosis!
Mopping isalways better!
When wiping down a table
or counter use a clean
towel, or paper towel,
afterward to remove the
fine layer of dust that is left
behind. You can't see it
when it's wet, but it's
there!!

everyone who has helped to keep |1 5 good to see people

everything moving through the
cycle! Here are some items of
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experimenting with glazes and



slips, but a few practices
surrounding that will help to keep
your experiments organized and
prevent any accidents in the kilns
and contamination of mixtures.
1- Always clearly label any
containers with mixtures in
them. For example | recently
found this on a container up
with the slips:
10% Bob(?)
Coral
6069
Boris
What could this be? Because of
my experience, | know that the
6069 refers to Coral stain. But
is this a slip? A Glaze? An
Underglaze? Who is Boris?
And where is Natasha? Will
they catch up with Moose and
Squirrel?
I have since found out that
“Boris” is a glaze base that was
being tested. But thankfully no
one thought it was a slip and
put it on their pots!! What the
label should look like, in case it
gets left around (and it does
happen), is this:
Boris Glaze Base
+ 10% Coral Stain 6069
Please keep your mixtures
organized and dispose of them
and their corresponding test tiles
when you are done with them.
2- Always label the lid as well
as the container. | found a lid
for a light blue slip on top of
a container of Yellow slip.
Fortunately someone had
washed off any residual light
blue slip and the yellow was
not contaminated, but the
potential for disaster is there.
Please label containers with a
piece of tape (on both the lid
and side) rather than simply
writing on the container with

a permanent marker it would
be helpful. That way the
container can potentially be
used for something else in the
future and the label is clear.
Stir sticks for glaze should be
rinsed off in the glaze wash
bucket and then washed in the
sink before putting in the
storage container. Please do
not just leave the stir sticks in
the wash bucket.

If you don’t know what
something is in the studio,
please ask. That is what Gene
and | are here for.
