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For those of you who have not 
seen our 2009 Annual Report, I 
am going to reprint my 
message.  In it, I thank our 
wonderful executive, and I want 
to do so again.  I can’t believe 
how many times I hear that an 
executive like ours is unique, 
unique in their dedication, caring 
and ability to get things done. In 
the months to come, we are going 
to be reaching out to the 
membership for help on certain 
committees.  You will learn a 
great deal from working together 
with the executive, when the call 
goes out for help, please don’t 
hesitate to volunteer.  
 
"The London Potters Guild is a 
rock solid group of volunteers 
who know what they want, work 
hard, and achieve terrific 
results. Case in point is the fact 
that not only did we refurbish 664 
Dundas in Old East Village, but 
as demonstrated in this report, we 
were able to carry on business as 
usual at 1731 Churchill;  an 
incredible achievement by any 
standard.  
 
This goal was attainted by 
thousands of volunteer hours - by 
volunteers sharing a passion for 
clay and the revitalization of Old 
East Village. As a result a 
gracious structure has been 
resurrected to see another day.  
It is obvious from the following 
reports that much has been done 

in a short period of time.  The 
hard working executive held 
monthly meetings, even during 
the summer which is usually a 
time for a little rest and relaxation 
away from Guild business.  The 
Seize Committee (see below) put 
an enormous effort into every 
detail from having the cement 
floor repaired to refurbishing the 
lighting and all things in between.  
The London Potters Guild 
Executive ensured that the year’s 
activities ran smoothly. Members 
were offered a full year of 
activity: sales, workshops, 
informative monthly meetings, 
newsletters, our annual Christmas 
party, June raku bash and even 
our seconds sale.  The studio was 
again well looked after allowing 
members to explore the wonders 
of clay for yet another year."  
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In September when we met in our 
new home at 664 Dundas Street 
for our first general gathering of 
the year, I could see that many of 
you were concerned about the 
readiness of the facility. One 
month later when we met in 
October, the faces I saw told 
another story. What a difference a 
month can make in the life of a 
building renovation! 
 
Yet another month later the 
London Clay Art Centre (LCAC) 
has come to life with classes, 

workshops and members working 
each day. The kilns are firing and 
the glaze kitchen has been 
populated with chemicals ready 
to mix new batches to 
accommodate everyone’s work. 
The heating system is fired up 
and all the lights are live making 
the space bright and inviting. 

 
LCAC is ready to host this year’s 
Christmas Sale. It will be our first 
opportunity to show the 
community our phenomenal new 
home and attract new students, 
members and customers. Be sure 
to talk up the sale and let people 
know it has moved to 664 with 
plenty of parking in the lot 
behind the building. I have every 
confidence we will impress our 
customers and eventually 
increase our following in this 
fresh new space in the heart of 
Old East Village.  
 
Within ten years Old East will be 
transformed from what you see 
now into a vibrant community 
with arts facilities, interesting 
shops and places to eat. Already 
the surrounding businesses are 
happy we have arrived as we start 
to frequent the Diner and the 
sushi and Thai restaurants on our 
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block.  
 
We made a tremendously good 
investment in 664 Dundas Street. 
Our membership and the rest of 
the community will reap the 
benefit of the facility for decades 
to come! 

 
We are still working each 
weekend to finish some of the 
detail work such as painting 
doors and door frames, cleaning 
out the basement and going 
through some of the unopened 
boxes remaining from the move. 
Your help would be much 
appreciated since the old adage 
“many hands make light work” 
couldn’t be more truthful. The 
finishing stages of any project 
can be the most arduous, but very 
important since they are typically 
the aesthetic touches that 
formulate the first impressions of 
visitors.

In mid-August we submitted a 
grant application to the 
Infrastructure Stimulus Fund for 
Not-for-Profits in Ontario (ISF.) 
As of yet, no announcement has 
been made about successful 
recipients. We remain confident 
about our proposal and will be 

sure to let you all know the 
outcome as soon as we know 
ourselves! 
 
Until we hear the news about the 
ISF grant, progress on the second 
floor restoration and the façade 
are at a standstill. If all goes well, 
we can expect to be meeting and 
holding our sales upstairs in late 
2010 or early 2011. Its 
functionality is integral to our 
operational capacity. It would 
enable us to expand programming 
and offer more rental space to 
working artists. If you had 
difficulty imagining the 
transformation of the first floor 
before it was finished, you may 
now be able to envision what the 
second floor will become. It will 
be a fantastic place to work and 
meet with wide-open space and 
plenty of natural light.

Parking is free in the 
lot behind, during the hours of 
the sale. 
 
We really need EVERYONE’s 
help promoting this event.  These 
sales are great promotion for the 

guild, helping to educate the 
public about fine quality ceramic 
art – look for the return of the 
Show Stopper Contest, (which 
any LPG member can enter).  
The publicity is helpful for 
recruiting new students and 
members as well raising 
awareness for our new building 
location.  
 
All of the 7500 postcards have 
gone out…but have they been 
delivered??? – be sure they’re not 
in a stack in your back seat! I 
carry a bundle with me at all 
times and give one to most 
people I encounter.  It’s great to 
see how interested people are, 
and the personal touch of inviting 
someone goes a long way. So 
please, help get the word out.  
The e-flyer will also be sent out.  
Please forward it on to all your 
contacts and ask them to do the 
same. 
 
We will need lots of volunteers 
and co-operation for help 
converting the studio into the sale 
floor. The conversion will begin 
on Sunday, November 22.  Please 
mark your calendar and if you 
can make it in to help out that 
day. Please let me know if you 
can help or even just show up!  
We will be working all week to 
get it spic and span in there.  
Obviously the studio won’t be 
available for clay work that week.  
And of course we’ll have to set it 
all back up again starting on 
Monday, November 30!  So 
please, set aside a few hours to 
come in and help. 
 
Be sure to visit the Sale. Friday 
night sounds like lots of fun, with 
live jazz and you can even enjoy 
a glass of wine (sorry it’s not 
open bar!!!) Looking forward to 
seeing you all there!   
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Five classes (four adult and one 
teen) that ran over the fall session 
will be ending the week of 
November 15, perfectly timed for 
setting up our studio space for the 
Fall Sale. I have heard positive 
reports all around on the success 
of these, the debut classes in our 
new Clay Art Centre. Thanks to 
the instructors Brian Barry, 
David Moynihan, Chris Snedden, 
Penni Stoddart and Beth Turnbull 
for working through the 
challenges of getting organized in 
a new and still developing space.  

 
PICK UP DAY for pots 
completed during the fall session 
will be on Saturday, December 5, 
from 10 to 2 pm. Participants are 
encouraged to bring a pot luck 
snack or drink to be enjoyed 
while looking at and talking 
about their newly finished pieces.   
 
As a thank you for putting up 
with a bit of renovation noise and 
clutter during the fall session, 
each fall student will receive a 
non-transferable voucher of $20 
toward any class they take in the 
2010 Winter or Spring sessions.

Commercial stamps and tools are 
plentiful but have you ever 
wanted to use your own art work 
or chosen images to create 
texture and colour?  This 
workshop features exciting new 
methods of creating inexpensive 
rubber and foam blocks for 
printing and texturing clay, 
artist’s cards and display 
materials. You will create 3 
rubber or linoleum blocks using 
both positive and negative 
images, and learn how to use 
other ‘new materials’ to create 
your own original printing stamps 
and blocks. Each participant will 
create a textured clay “quilt”. We 
will also make ceramic inks and 
watercolors to use with your new 
tools and explore how you can 
develop your images and create 
printed materials to compliment 
your clay work.

You will receive a materials kit 
which will include blocks and 
foam for carving, tracing paper, 
pattern paper and small ink 
samples, and lino carving tools 
along with printed handouts.  
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Hello Studio Members! As the 
studio is evolving, it’s great to 
see our new home being used! 
Gene and I appreciate everyone’s 
patience and input regarding the 
developing systems for running 
the members and teaching 
studios! We’re trying different 
configurations out and seeing 
what works and what doesn’t. 
Congratulations to the various 
committees who have worked so 
very hard to pull this all together.  
      
Of course, there is much more 
that needs to be done. We are 
working on getting more shelving 
to handle the prodigious amount 
of work that is and will be 
moving through the studios. It is 
important that we all pay 
attention to our individual pieces 
and move them through the 
process. Presently the glaze 

kitchen is being settled in and the 
roster of glazes is being 
refreshed. It would be very 
helpful if the bisqueware could 
be glazed and fired, as we will 
have to disassemble the studio for 
the upcoming show and sale. 
 
Just a reminder of a couple of 
things:  
·  Greenware is extremely 

fragile, and so, it is best not to 
handle other peoples work. If 
you absolutely must move 
someone else’s work, please 
do it with two hands. Mug 
handles will break easily and 
rims of bowls can develop 
hairline cracks that only show 
up later. I know that at least a 
couple of pieces have been 
broken, and it is very 
disappointing to see. 

·  We can always clean better. 
There is a big mop now and 
Randy Decker brought in a 
hose attachment for the sink 
in the teaching area so that it 
is easier to fill the bucket and 
spray out the sink. Please use 
it and know that we are 
looking at getting another for 
the front part of the studio. 
We just really have to watch 
our expenses right now. 

·  Training sessions on using the 
various pieces of studio 
equipment will begin soon so 
keep an eye out for that 
announcement. 

 
In the New Year, I will be 
starting up either a blog or a 
Facebook page or something to 
encourage greater communication 
between studio members and 
myself. Since I am renting a 
studio space from the guild for 
the next while I will be more 
present in the location, but I feel 
that it is important to get 
feedback and be able to answer 
questions in a more timely 
manner so that the studio stays on 
track. Also I am just a phone call 
away and will help with any 
technical problems if I can.

·  Pottery will be juried into the 
store by a selection 
committee. 

·  Potters with items for sale are 
required to work in the store, 
the number of hours to be 
based on how many potters 
are represented. (We may try 
to have two people working 
together during a shift to allay 
fears that some may have 
about using the cash register 
or zipper machine.) 

·  Potters will fill out an 
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inventory and contract 
agreement with the LPG 

·  Each potter whose work is 
accepted is initially asked to 
bring in a maximum of 20 
pieces.  

 
Pottery selection for the store will 
be held during the LPG Sale, and 
for those not participating in the 
sale, on the week of November 
30, arrangements to be made with 
the Store Committee chair.  We 
are aiming to have high caliber 
work that reflects well on the 
quality of pottery produced by 
guild members. 
 
If you are interested in selling 
your pots in the store, please send 
your name to (or call) Genet 
Hodder (or sign a sheet at the 
general meeting) and 
arrangements will be made for 
jurying your work.  A selection 
committee of five people will 
make those decisions.
